
 

 

Statement Regarding I roquois Middle School Property by Grand Rapids Chr istian Schools  

Tuesday, August 19, 2008 
 

On August 14, Grand Rapids Christian Schools presented a revised purchase agreement to Grand Rapids  

Public Schools to purchase Iroquois Middle School property at 1501 Fisk St., S.E., for $1.95 million.  

The bid is contingent upon several factors, including the approval of the purchase by the Grand Rapids Christian 

Schools Board of Trustees and firm commitments for the funding necessary to acquire and redevelop the property.  

  

The Grand Rapids Christian Schools Board of Trustees is currently planning for a single-campus consolidation of 

the four elementary schools that Grand Rapids Christian Schools operates within the City of Grand Rapids and 

has directed Grand Rapids Christian SchoolsÕ administration to complete a feasibility study of the Iroquois 

Middle School and Grand Rapids Christian Middle School sites over the next several months for this purpose.  

 

It is anticipated that the Grand Rapids Christian Schools Board of Trustees will not vote on a final location for a 

consolidated elementary school until December 2008.
