Dear Parents, 
 
Warm winter greetings to you! The season for potential snow cancellations is upon us, and I would like to 
use this opportunity to remind you of the Grand Rapids Christian High SchoolÕs snow day cancellation 
policy and inform you of our two-hour delay plan. 
 
When inclement weather makes it necessary to delay or cancel school, announcements are made over the 
following radio and television stations: WOOD AM 1300, TV Channel 8, and TV Channel 13. The 
decision to cancel school rests with the superintendent or his designees and is usually posted by 6:15 a.m. 
Additionally, closings will be posted on the school website and on the school phone voice message (call 
574-5500 and follow the attendantÕs instructions). 
 
If the announcement is made that there will be a two-hour delay for Grand Rapids Christian High, the 
following will be in place at the high school: 
 

¥ No early hour classes will meet. 
¥ Busses will run two hours later than their normal schedule. 
¥ The day will begin at 10:00 a.m.  All seven regular class hours will meet in 30-minute sessions. 

FridayÕs schedule will include chapel and no seventh hour. 
¥ Lunch break will be from approximately 12:30 to 1:00 p.m. 
¥ The two-hour delay does not apply to the KC/TC or KTC programs.  Students should report to 

their respective sessions if those have not also been delayed or cancelled. 
 
Please keep this information available for your reference should there be a school cancellation or two-
hour delay. Thank you for your support of Grand Rapids Christian High.
