Task Statements 
 
Goal: Create a tuition model that facilitates accessibility to all families who desire a Christian 

education for their children. 
 
Purpose: Grand Rapids Christian Schools seeks to: 
 

• Design a tuition structure that supports the enrollment of families representing a wide range of 
socioeconomic circumstances. 

 
• Provide all families, who demonstrate appropriate financial need, a single and consistent 

method of tuition assistance aligned with the amount of tuition they are able to pay. 
 
 
Task Statements: 
 
 1.   Review the tuition and tuition assistance models of various Christian schools, both in 

west Michigan and around the country, to learn from other Christian schools what 
models are being applied for both tuition and tuition assistance. 

 
2. Review possible tuition/tuition assistance structures/strategies in order to establish 

greater tuition assistance equity among and between various supporting churches and 
GRCS families. 

 
3. Review ways to assist middle class families (approx. $50,000 to $100,000 AGI) with 

multiple children with affording tuition. 
 
 4. Review various methods/strategies to continue to keep GRCS ÒaccessibleÓ to as many
